MEDIEVAL HISTORY Soundtrack Requirements

What:  10 songs that “speak to you” about any prominent culture that existed between 500 AD and 1500 AD
When:  June 14th
Why:  To use your creative thinking skills to give a different interpretation to a collection of songs, and to make them relate to the culture of your choice.
Who:  You, of course, but don’t be afraid to get some help from your parents or family; they might even enjoy the challenge, and you could even teach them some history!

How:  This project will be graded using the following criteria…

Part A:  Lyrics from 10 different songs need to be used, in chronological order if applicable, and need to be identified by artist and title, and typed up on a separate piece of paper.
Example:  

1) Justin Timberlake – Mirrors  

“Aren't you somethin' to admire, 

cause your shine is somethin' like a mirror”
These lyrics reflect the highly desirable trade item known as “Korean celadon”, which was a glaze-covered ceramic product distinguishable by its blue-green color.  Celadon was a product made in Korea that reflects much about the Korean culture and history.  It was exported by the late medieval Goryeo dynasty (from which most of the rest of the world learned about its namesake “Korea”), and the early modern Chosun dynasty, which continued to evolve the production of ceramics, and sold mostly to Japan during this time period.  Korean culture and trade were closely connected to China and Japan throughout its medieval and early modern history.
       2)  Living Color – Cult of Personality

“You gave me fortune

 You gave me fame
 You gave me power in your god's name”

These lyrics reflect the reign of Constantine the Great, who was the role model for future Byzantine emperors throughout its history.  Eventually, Byzantine emperors would become known as autocrats, based on the fact that they combined political and religious power under the control of one person, and were the sole authority figure in one of the wealthiest empires the world had ever seen.  Constantine began the Byzantine era of Roman history by constructing a massive capital city for the eastern half of the Roman Empire at the Greek port city of Byzantium, which would later serve as the capital of the Byzantine civilization for over 1000 years.

This page of explanations needs to be printed out, and separate from the CD case; it should include the artists, song titles, and the lines from the song that you will be using.  A brief explanation is needed as well, to explain your point of view.

Part B:  CD Case
Here is a chance to showcase your artistic skills.  You need to use the following template (4 ¾ inches by 4 ¾ inches) and either draw, cut/paste, or trace a suitable album cover, with the artist and song titles numbered on the back of the design.
